ALISON WEBBER - THE CLOAK OF CONFORMITY AND THE CORSET OF EXPECTATION
Alison describes herself as a neurodivergent (autistic) photographer from Dorchester in Dorset and
during this evening she will present a talk about photography and autism.

As someone on the autism spectrum, she has expended a great deal of time and energy creating
different versions of herself in an attempt to fit into society’s expectations of how she should behave.
She refers to this disguise as the Cloak of Conformity and the Corset of Expectation. The corset
shaped her into an idealised form whilst the cloak displayed a version of her to the world which said,
“Look I fit in.”

The Cloak of Conformity and the Corset of Expectation tells the story of Alison’s relationship with
photography and autism and the ways in which her photographic journey has helped her realise that
the cloak and the corset have been suffocating creativity and that by discarding them she can express
her true identity.

Print Exhibition / Social Evening

For the second year running we will run a club print exhibition and social evening. For those who
attended this last year | am sure you will agree that this event was extremely successful. It was also
very well supported members.

So, bring along a selection of your favourite printed images so that they can be shown and discussed
in an informal social environment. There is no theme for the evening, and the normal rules around size/
framing etc do not apply.

Prints must be at least A4 size and should be mounted in the standard RPS size mounts (40
x 50 cms) unless the subject of the photograph clearly dictates otherwise (eg panoramic).

Digital images should be resized to fit within the aspect ratio of our digital projector (No more than
1920 pixels wide by no more than 1200 pixels high). Digital images should be saved with an sRGB
colour profile. All digital images should be submitted in advance so that all entries can be assembled
into a slideshow. Deadlines for image submission will be 2 weeks prior to the competition,
unless otherwise stated.




All submissions to be named and numbered 1, 2, or 3 (in order of preference). In the event
that a competition is oversubscribed the committee will reduce entries to the first 2
submissions from each entrant.

Images may be subject to software manipulation but must essentially consist of the
photographer's own work. The subtle blending of an image with a texture is permitted.

Imported clip-art should not be used unless specifically permitted in the competition rules.
